NOTES TO ENHANCE YOUR WORSHIP AT OSL:

Martin Luther takes us “behind the scenes” of church when he invites us to consider all that is taking place on Sunday
morning. If we are to understand the Divine Service properly, “then we must surrender everything that the eyes behold
and that the senses suggest until we grasp first and thoroughly ponder the words of Christ.” There of course is a lot going
on in the narthex and sanctuary of the Lord between 8:00 a.m. and 10:00 a.m. Bells are playing, minstrels are singing,
friends are greeting, and an excitement is in the air as we anticipate the presence of the Lord. By faith we know that God
arrives to welcome and serve His holy people out of divine mercy and grace. We are blessed to be seated in His
sanctuary and sing His praises. Jesus forgives our sins and speaks to us His Word, then the table is prepared. We stand
up and we listen intently to the words of Christ, as He unites Himself with the bread and wine in a holy and sacramental
way. Only the great power of God could perform such a miracle that even now we might receive the body given and the
blood outpoured. “Take eat... Drink of it all of you...” We thank you Jesus for this supper and the forgiveness so freely
given.

Holy Gospel Luke 24:13-35

They were at the tomb early in the morning, and
when they did not find his body, they came back saying that they had even seen a vision of angels, who said that he
was alive. Some of those who were with us went to the tomb and found it just as the women had said, but him they
did not see.” And he said to them, “O foolish ones, and slow of heart to believe all that the prophets have spoken!
Was it not necessary that the Christ should suffer these things and enter into his glory?” And beginning with Moses
and all the Prophets, he interpreted to them in all the Scriptures the things concerning himself.

So they drew near to the village to which they were going. He acted as if he were going farther, but they urged
him strongly, saying, “Stay with us, for it is toward evening and the day is now far spent.” So he went in to stay with
them. When he was at table with them, he took the bread and blessed and broke it and gave it to them. And their
eyes were opened, and they recognized him. And he vanished from their sight. They said to each other, “Did not our
hearts burn within us while he talked to us on the road, while he opened to us the Scriptures?” And they rose that
same hour and returned to Jerusalem. And they found the eleven and those who were with them gathered together,
saying, “The Lord has risen indeed, and has appeared to Simon!” Then they told what had happened on the road,
and how he was known to them in the breaking of the bread.
