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NOTES TO ENHANCE YOUR WORSHIP AT OSL: 
  One of the most beautiful truths of Holy Communion is that Jesus draws our community of faith to participate in 
the one body and the one cup. This action of God makes us one with Him and one with each other. Yet we are also 
taught in the Creed that the communion of saints includes those in heaven. Luther is very apt to tell us, “Be certain 
that Christ and all His saints are coming to you; to live, work, and die with you. They desire to be wholly yours. 
Then you will experience what a bountiful wedding feast your God has prepared for you upon the altar.” Is this not 
what the foretaste of the feast to come means? Is this not how the merciful father treats the prodigal son upon his 
return? He slaughters the fattened calf for him. This is the tremendous joy we receive when we partake of the 
Lamb and drink of the cup. Our faith filled eating and drinking anticipates the banquet hall of our Heavenly Father, 
where He is celebrating the reception prepared for the Groom and His Bride the Church. May your moments at the 
altar of the Lord carry such blessed meaning.
