NOTES TO ENHANCE YOUR WORSHIP AT OSL:

We continue our study together of Luther’s Works volume 35 on Word and Sacrament. Dr. Luther as a parish
pastor realized very quickly how much the people needed the Gospel and the comfort of God’s mercy. Constantly
being under the hammer of the Law holds the line for morality, but there is no sweetness or love of God if the
Gospel is ignored. We need to hear the good news and be comforted in our souls, in order to be motivated to love
God so much that we love His Law as well. One of the ways in which God welcomes us into His presence and shows
us His love is through Holy Communion. Interestingly enough, the Church had faltered in this way also as they were
only administering the body of Christ and not allowing the laity to drink of the cup. By the winter of 1519, Luther
had the gumption to write proposals to the council beseeching them to revert back to the tradition of Christ and
the early Church. Much ink was spilt over the commotion this caused, but hooray for Luther! In order for us to see
the face of God this side of heaven, we need to participate in the body and blood of Christ. Only the Paschal Lamb
can bring us the amazing grace of the Lord and bridge the gap between God and man.
